BYLAWS AS AMENDED 3/26/2007
ARTICLE I

INTRODUCTORY

Introduction

1.01 These Bylaws constitute the code and rules of regulation adopted by the

Halifax Area Recreation Authority in conjunction with the municipalities

which constitute this Authority for the regulation and management of its

affairs.

Purposes and Powers

1.02 This Authority will have the purposes or powers as maybe stated in its

Articles of Incorporation and such powers as are now or may be granted hereafter by the Municipalities Authorities Act of 1945, as amended, of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or any successor legislation.

The primary purpose of this Authority is to provide a suitable place for

educational, civic, recreational and social purposes and for the promotion of

friendship and social enjoyment and to foster a spirit of harmony, patriotism,


good fellowship and mutual; happiness by and among the citizens of the

Borough of Halifax, the Township of Halifax, the Township of Reed situate In Dauphin County, Pennsylvania.

ARTICLE II

OFFICE

2.01
The initial registered office of the Authority shall be located at the Halifax

        
Borough Building, Second and Armstrong Streets, Halifax, Pennsylvania

        
and may be changed from time to time by the decision of the members of

        
this Authority.

ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP

Members

3.01
There shall be two voting members from each of the municipalities which

        
constitutes the members of the Authority. Ex-Officio members may be

        
appointed at the discretion of the Authority. Ex-Officio members may hold office if

        
elected in accordance with Article 4.02.

Qualifications

3.02 
Each member shall be an adult resident of the municipality from which he or she

         
has been appointed as a member of the Authority.

Term of Members

3.03
Members shall be appointed for staggered terms of five years which is in accordance with the ordinances that have been adopted by the municipalities which presently constitute the Authority.

Vacancy

3.04 
Any vacancy on the members of the Authority shall be filled by proper action of the municipal body of the municipality where the vacancy exists. If a member would cease to be a resident of the municipality from which he or she has been appointed, then such action shall immediately create a vacancy in the Authority for such member. For any vacancy which occurs, the municipality which

appointed the member which created the vacancy shall appoint another member

to the Authority for the remaining term of the member which caused such

vacancy.

Place of Meeting

3.05
Meetings of the Authority shall be held at the Halifax Borough building,

Halifax, Dauphin County, Pennsylvania, unless otherwise specified.

Regular Meetings

3.06 The regular annual meeting of the Authority shall be held at 7:00 P.M. on the

fourth Monday of January of each year and at the same time on the fourth

Monday of each month thereafter unless such would be a legal holiday at which it

shall be held at the same time on the fourth Monday which is not a legal holiday. The regular August monthly meeting shall be a joint meeting of all Authority members and representatives from each member municipality for the purpose of reviewing the Authority's proposed budget. Additional joint meetings may be called at the discretion of the Borough Council President or any member township's Chairman.

Special Meetings

3.07 A special meeting for the purpose of a specific nature shall be called by the Chairperson or by any two members of the Authority.

Notice of Meetings

3.08 The public notice of the annual meeting and regular meetings shall be in

accordance with the Act of July 3, 1986, P.L. 388, as amended, 65 P.S. 271 et seq. which is commonly know as the Sunshine Act which provides that the notice of the place, date and time of the meeting shall be in the newspaper of a general circulation and be posted prominently at the pr1ncipal office of the Authority with the first regular meeting of each calendar year to be given at least three (3) days in advance of the meeting and which shall also publish a notice of the schedule of the remaining regular meetings for the remainder of the calendar year. Notice of each special meeting and each rescheduled meeting shall be given at least twenty four (24) hours in advance of the time of the meeting by publication and posting as for a regular meeting.

Voting Rights of Members

3.09 Every member shall be entitled to one vote on each matter submitted to a vote of

the members.

Quorum

3.010 A majority of the members of the Authority shall be necessary to constitute a 

quorum at all meetings for the transaction of business. If, however, at any such

meeting a quorum has not attended, the members present at such meeting shall have the right to adjourn such meeting to a future time and place as they may

determine, and with the notice of such adjourned meeting to be published and posted as hereinbefore provided. At the adjourned meeting, whatever members

are present, provided the same is more than one, shall be deemed to constitute a quorum for the purpose of conducting business of the Authority.  A majority of those members present and voting on a matter shall be sufficient for the approval of any and all business which may legally come before the Authority.

ARTICLE IV

OFFICERS

Designated Officers

4.01 The designated officers of this Authority shall consist of the following:

1. Chairperson

2. Vice Chairperson

3. Secretary

4. Treasurer

Selection of Officers

4.02
Each of the officers of the Authority shall be elected at the annual meeting held in January of each year and shall remain in office until the following annual meeting at which time the Authority will be reorganized.

Chairperson

4.03 The Chairperson will be the chief executive officer of the Authority and will have

the general responsibility to supervise and control the affairs of the Authority.

The Chairperson will perform all duties incidental to such office and such other 

duties as may be provided in the Bylaws or as may be prescribed from time to time by the members of the Authority.

Vice Chairperson

4.04 The vice Chairperson shall assume the duties and responsibilities of the

Chairperson in the absence of the Chairperson.

Secretary

4.05 The Secretary will keep minutes of all meetings, will be the custodian of the 

Authority's records, will give notice as required by law or these Bylaws, and will

perform all duties of the secretary and such other duties as may be required by 

law, the Articles of Incorporation, these Bylaws or may be assigned from time

to time by the members of the Authority.

Treasurer

4.06
The Treasurer will have charge and custody of all funds of this Authority, and

deposit the funds into an account or accounts as may be prescribed by the

Authority, will return reports and accountings to the members as required by law or by the members, and will perform in general all duties incidental to the office of

Treasurer and such other duties as may be required by law, the Articles of Incorporation, these Bylaws or may be assigned from time to time by the members of the Authority.

ARTICLE V

OPERATIONS

Fiscal Year

5.01 The fiscal year of this Authority shall be the calendar year.

Execution of Documents

5.02 All official documents executed by the Authority shall be signed by the

Chairperson or Vice Chairperson and attested to by the Secretary or Treasurer. 

All checks, drafts, promissory notes, orders for the payment of money, and other evidences of indebtedness of this corporation will be signed by the Treasurer, Chairperson, Vice Chairperson, or Secretary. 

Books and Records

5.03 The Authority will keep its permanent books and records at the official office of

the Authority. The current financial matters shall be retained by the Treasurer

who shall report the same at the next meeting of the Authority.

Inspection of Books and Records

5.04 All books and records of this Joint Authority may be inspected by any member or

his or her agent or attorney, at any reasonable time.

Reporting

5.05 Copies of all meeting minutes and Treasurer reports shall be forwarded to the Secretary of each member municipality within a reasonable time after conclusion of the Authority’s meeting. Project Progress Reports shall be presented to each member municipality, by their representative, at the municipality's regular monthly meeting on request.

ARTICLE VI

AUTHORITY OF THE MUNICIPALITIES

Adoption of Bylaws

6.01.1 Each of the municipalities which constitute the present membership of the Authority shall approve the Bylaws adopted by the Authority.

Amendment of Bylaws

6.02
Any amendments of these Bylaws shall be approved by the majority of the municipalities which are members of the Authority at the time of the adoption of such amendment.

Budget

6.03 Annually the Authority shall adopt its budget and submit it to each municipality

who is a member of this Joint Authority by September 1 for the following calendar year. Unanimous approval by the member municipalities is required for adoption of the Authority's budget.

Funding

6.04 Each of the municipalities which constitutes the membership of the Authority shall

    contribute their share of the budget funding by utilizing the following formula: 

The net funding requirement as determined by the adopted budget shall be multiplied by the member's percentage of the combined populations of the member municipalities based on the current U.S. Census of Population and Housing Public Law 94-171 Data.

The percentages shall be recalculated every census year. Each member municipality will forward their share of the net budget funding requirement to the Authority by the 1st day of April.

Admission of New Members

6.05 Any other municipality which wishes to become a member of the Authority

shall only be admitted into membership after an approval by a majority of the

municipalities which constitutes the Authority at that time.

Withdrawal of Membership

6.06
Any municipality which wishes to withdraw from the Authority shall do so after giving at least a one year notice to all other municipalities who are members of the Authority prior to an annual meeting, and which withdrawal shall be effective as of the annual meeting of the following year. The withdrawing municipality will be responsible to provide their proportionate share of the budget funding requirement during the notice year.

ARTICLE VII

DISSOLUTION 

Applicable Law

7.01 If the Authority should be dissolved, such shall be in accordance with the

laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in effect at that time as applicable to a Joint Authority.

Distribution of Assets

7.02 Any real estate owned by the Authority at the time of dissolution shall be conveyed to the municipality in which such real estate is located.

Other Assets

7.03 The other assets of the Authority shall be distributed in accordance with the manner of dissolution as determined by the municipalities who are members of the Authority at the time of dissolution.

Adoption

7.04
The Bylaws shall be adopted and go into effect as soon as each of the municipalities who are members of the Authority approve the same.

Execution

7.05
These Bylaws shall be executed by the appropriate officers of each municipality who are members of the Authority with each municipality to receive a copy

of such Bylaws after they have been completely executed.
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
